Existing Transportation Issues and Needs
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2. Traffic Safety

The frequency and severity of crashes in Philomath is generally low 
compared to similar cities, highways, and intersections in Oregon. 

Å 132 crashes between 2010 ς2014; an average of 
26 crashes per year.

Å 6 crashes (5%) involved pedestrians or bicyclists.

Å 3 fatal or severe injury crashes.

1. Improving Travel Options
ÅOpportunity to create a comprehensive 

network of sidewalks and street 
crossings for all people walking.

ÅBetter bicycle facilities, especially on 
higher speed streets, would let children 
and less experienced riders feel 
comfortable and safe.

ÅExtended bus service hours could make 
it easier to get to work and back.
